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The Telegram-Herald.

May 20, 1885, Tloyd Brezee started Brezee's Herald, a weekly
soeiety paper which was published about eleven months. April
17, 1887. Lloyd Brezee and Fred (. Berger, having acquired con-
trol of the Morning Telegram, bonght Brezee's TTerald and eon-
solidated the two nnder the title of The Telegram-Herald, adding
a Sunday morning edition devoted chiefly to soelety matters, to
take the place of Trezee’s weekly. Brezee's name appeared as
editor and proprietor, and the paper was declared independent in
polities.  Angust 3, 1888, E. . Conger, with the financial back-
ing of (. (. Swensberg, purchased the interest of Brezee and
Berger, thus seenring control of the paper, and twmed the ma-
jority of the stock thus purchased over to Swensberg,  Under
the new management the paper was made Republican in polities,
and seeured a fair degree of patronage. (. G Swensherg was
President of the company, and E. . Conger, Secretary and Man-
ager. On its staff have been Tugh MeDowell, F. W, Bonghtou,
"Ed. T. Smith, Mrs. Btta 8. Wilson, W. A Innes, H. M. Rose, .J.
D. MelIntyre, W. J. Sproat, Charles Tlamblin, W. C. Graves, IHer-
bert Parrish, Melnott Grummond, Chas. Young, Charles Fmer-
son, James Ferguson, Lewis M. Miller, Thomas K. TTunt, Bert
Mall, orace Cambron, A. 8. Hopkins, the Rev. 8. IL Woodford,
Gleorge B. Catlin, 8. TI. Sweet, Charles I, Woodward, J. Emery,
Will Conger, L. G. Stuart, W. Frank Knox. and W. H. Turner.
On the death of . G. Swensberg . D. Conger ohtained a con-
trolling interest of the paper and was its proprictor until April
2, 1905, when the control of the paper was purchased by Ralph
Tooth who condueted the paper until March 17th, 1906, when it
passed into the hands of Wm, Alden Smith.

For many vears the Herald was published from the building at
ihe eorner of Pearl and Campau strects, but on November Hth,
1905 it moved to the Herald building on Tast Fulton street.

Tt is the leading Republican paper of Western Michigan.

De Standaard.

A Holland paper started January 28, 1875, by J. Van Strien
and Dennis Schram. Published as a semi-weekly in 1877, with
Isaae Verwey as editor. Subsequently Gerrit Visschers, and G.
Schoenmaker were editors. Since 1881, Dennis Sehram has been
